Business Licensing and Permits Process
For starting an LLC in Clark County   

1. Company Name- Research the availability of the name selected for the business at: SilverFlume Nevada's Business Portal to start/manage your business (nvsilverflume.gov)   This is the business portal website for the Nevada Secretary of State Office.  Register the name with the State if it is available. Cost- $25.00.  You will receive an acknowledgement.  Keep it!  At this time you will also need to decide the structure of your company i.e. LLC, Partnership, Sole Proprietor, etc.  The SCORE Startup Roadmap is an excellent source for deciding which company structure is best for your new company.  Chapter 6 walks you through the pros and cons of each business structure.  

2. Domain Name- While you are researching available names for your company, it is a good time to also research available Domain Names for your website.  Go to: Nevada Business Name Search | Chamber of Commerce 

3. EIN Number- Obtain an EIN (Employer Identification Number) from the IRS.  There is no cost.  Website is: https://irs-federal-ein-number.com/

4. State Business license.  Apply for your business license at Silver Flume.  Be sure to use the NR number that is on the acknowledgement emailed from reserving the company name.  Do not use the NR (Name Reserved) number AND the company name, just the NR number.  It confuses the system if you use both. Cost for a LLC is $350.00.  There is also a requirement for Articles of Organization with an LLC.  Cost is $75.00. Nevada LLC Articles of Organization | UpCounsel 2023

5. DBA Registration.  Register the business name with the Clark County Clerk office.  This is the fictitious name registration or DBA (Doing Business As).  Cost- $25.00  
Welcome to Clark County, NV (clarkcountynv.gov)

6.  Taxes.  Register your company with the Nevada Department of Taxation.  You will be sending the sales taxes that you collect from customers to this department.  No cost to register for a tax id number but the state may require an upfront deposit for taxes depending on projected sales.  Contact:  Welcome to the Nevada Tax Center (nv.gov) 

7. Sellers Permit (Sales Taxation).  You will need to obtain this.  Go to the Nevada Taxation Department website at: https://www.nevadatax.nv.gov/
This allows you to charge sales tax to customers for merchandise that you sell to them.  In turn, you will have to pay that sales tax to the State of Nevada.  The frequency depends on total monthly sales, usually at the end of each month if monthly sales are less than $10,000 and quarterly or monthly if sales are more than $10,000 per month.  You must obtain a Seller’s Permit before applying for a Resale Permit.  Permit Cost- $15.00

8. Resale Permit.   If you will be buying products from a wholesaler/manufacturer and reselling to customers you must apply for a Resale Permit.  This prevents you from having to pay sales tax on the items that you purchase.  Print out and keep a copy of the resale permit in your possession.  It does not have to be filed with the county or state.  No Cost.  Once again you will go to the website: https://www.nevadatax.nv.gov/

9. Local Business License- Obtain your local business license for the city where your business is located in Clark County.

9. Worker’s Comp Insurance- If you will have one or more employees, you must provide proof of insurance with the city of Reno business license application.  Sole Proprietor businesses with no employees do not have to provide Worker’s Comp Insurance.  There is a box to check on the application that refers to this.

· General Information:
· Obtain a city of Las Vegas Mobile Food Vendor business license by contacting the Business Licensing department at license@lasvegasnevada.gov or calling 702.229.6281.
· Fire and Life Safety Inspection:
· Your food truck or trailer must have passed a Fire and Life Safety Inspection within the past six months.
· For preparation tips and questions, reach out to Fire Prevention at LVFirePrevention@LasVegasNevada.gov or call 702.229.0366.
· Southern Nevada Health District Permit:
· Submit a written application for a health permit.
· Visit the Southern Nevada Health District’s website for more information.
· Each operator will need a Southern Nevada Health Department health card.
· For inquiries, email foodrev@snhd.org or call 702.759.1258.
· Nevada State Liquid Propane System Inspection (if applicable):
· If your vehicle carries and utilizes liquid propane onboard, you’ll need this inspection.
· Always carry an approved and current system inspection document from a certified Nevada State Liquid Propane System Inspector.
