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How to Position Your Nonprofit for Grants

Grants are financial awards given to support programs, operations, or specific projects. This 
funding is typically provided by a foundation, a government agency, or a corporation.

How to prepare for private foundation grants:
1. Private Foundations are “cause” oriented.

2. IRS Tax Determination Letter – 501(c)(3)

3. Program that is underway (in progress)

4. Partners/Collaborators

5. Grant Proposal (Budget and Board List)

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Common Pitfalls to Avoid

Discussing common mistakes in grant writing 
when using Ai.

1. The information is not infallible.
2. Content may exaggerate what you actually do.
3. Always a good idea to have others review the 

proposal content with you.
4. Do not rely on Ai alone. Fact check.
